· Omnipotent’s is defined as an omnipresent existence of God in all things.  And so we have claimed that God is then the author of both good and evil.  But we must know that since God is Spirit he has no activity in the realm of flesh or what we call “This World”
One Power

We certainly have talked about the premise of “one power” or that which would control the whole of its environment as God.  But we need to bring clarity to this understanding so that we can begin to move into that place where we no longer fear the outer realm of the senses and their affect on the mind.  And so this is where the dilemma comes from.
· In our present state of spiritual development problems must be welcomed instead of hated or feared.
· They must be seen as opportunities.
· God doesn't promise us that we will be comfortable in this realm.
· Jesus said; “In the world ye shall have tribulation:” John 16:33b

· It never was the purpose of God to give us an abundance of health and if it was then you could be confident in this.  You may be assured of this that we all would be perfectly healthy and happy.
· Know this; God is infinite power and in God's domain that power is made evident and besides it there is no other power. So when we see these physical discords and in-harmonies. In that realm God is not infinite. God does not operate in that realm. 

· Our whole idea of our existence is a sense of selfhood apart from God. So all of our ideas and concepts that come to us in this world of the appearances is in essence illusion. 

· So the ideas of a healthy life or a wealthy life never affect the qualities of our true identity.

· We have talked frequently within this ministry and also it is taught within the ministry with Joel that there is only one power. And that understanding does help at that level. 

· But it draws us to worship and reverence God in all the activity that takes place within this world.

No Power

However, if we are to overcome this world and enter into a place of peace and rest, we must learn to die daily to even to this concept ---- until we arrive to a place where we realize – “A deeper revelation” ----That there is no such thing as power.
· We need to look at it in this way. If there is such a thing as a power. Then, by its own definition it must be a power over something. So to even believe in the definition of power. We are still in a mode of a two power system because it must be a power to something. Or over something.
· God is not a power to anything or over anything. God is simply being.  God is infinite, eternal being and there is nothing in God requiring a power. God is eternal being not because of any power, but because of its own nature of love and being. God is infinite reality. There is no such thing of us needing any power. There is no power for us to turn to. There is no power to bring into our experience to grant tests any desire.

· God is not a Genie in a bottle.

· We certainly treat him that way.

· God is not a power. 
· God is eternal, infinite being.
· There is no power keeping God immortal, because if there were then that power would be greater than God.  Nor is God keeping or maintaining us in that immortality.
· So it is the Kingdom of God within ourselves that the immortality of God dwells.
· So we need no power to bring us supply.  He is -------

· We need to power to bring us health.  He is -------

· So there is no such thing as us needing power.

· We are what we are because of the divine nature that dwells within us. That which dwells within us is our very life. And when we dwell within that reality that is changeless we find ourselves in a sustainable realm that takes no thought for its life or for what it will wear or what it will put on and we begin to move beyond the world of appearances.

When we really understand and look at the word power. We must realize that in that understanding we are already whatever power we would need ----- but power over what? And here is the dilemma. 

· Until we realize this truth of no power, we will continue to battle the spirit with our fleshly concepts, and we find this is the struggle that Paul encountered in Romans seven and eight where he concluded be saying; “that the mind set on the flesh is enmity against God.”   
· So we are always continuing and trying to overcome something. 
· We have said we believe in temporal powers or psychic powers and will power and the power of choice.
· So in order for us to overcome this system of double minded thinking that there is only one power and we must then to the recognition that there is really no such thing as power.

By the indwelling spirit we are unto ourselves all that we need for life and godliness. 
· Is something going to keep us that way? 
· No we must understand that it is our nature to be that way. 
· Throughout our history, and the wanderings of the mind we were seeking health, wealth, happiness home and companionship. And what did we find ------that we were dwelling in a place that could never be satisfied. 
· What is that place?  In Proverbs 27:20 it says --------------.
· “Wanderings of the mind”  = Memory

So in this we again understand the words of Jesus when he said “take no thought for your life. What ye shall eat what ye shall drink wherewith all that ye shall be clothed. The nations of the world seek after these things. But not ye.” What then do ye seek. The kingdom of God.”  Luke 12:27-31, Matthew 6:25-34
Key understanding to help us enter into this kingdom is to stop trying to find peace within this world and to understand that what ever happens around us it will not change who we are or who God is.
